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*Grant Connect is a website that offers information 

on funders, who they fund and who could fund you. 

*The company turned 50 in 2016. When founded in 
1966, it was called the Canadian Directory to 
Foundations & Corporations. 

*Each funding agency offers different amounts of 
information so some are much more detailed while 
others have general information. All this 
information is constantly updated and gives you a 
general idea, at the very least, of where you should 
start looking and applying to funding. 

*Agencies offer funding to a variety of sectors all 
over Canada so try using some of the different tools 
available for searching to find the right match.

*Anyone visiting the public library has access to 
Grant Connect. 

*To access the site, you need to use a public library 
computer OR connect your device to the public 
library wi-fi. 

*From there, go to the Peace Library System 
website, select “Resources” and go to “Grants & 
Funding” 

*You don’t create an account on Grant Connect so 
there is no way to save the organizations relevant 
to you.

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1. Quick Look allows you to type in the name or 

charitable business number of a company or 

charity. 

2. Recently Updated Listings allows you to see 

companies and funders with the most up-to-date 

information.

recently viewed funders. 
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*Funder Search allows you to search for funders that 
support organizations like yours.
